We hope this project gives inspiration to others and we
would like to see that the basalt industry in Mauritius
would consider glass as a product to be integrated in
the making of concrete blocks as this would be a huge
step in the solution of glass waste! 92% of glass waste
ends up at Mare Chiscose!
